What Is Title 1? 
 

What is Title I?  

Title I of the Elementary and Secondary Education Act (ESEA) is the largest federal assistance program to our nationôs 
schools.  ESEA was first established in 1965 and the most recent reauthorization in 2001 coined the phrase ñNo Child Left Be-
hindò (NCLB).  NCLB is built on four components:  accountability for results, an emphasis on doing what works based on scien-
tific research, expanded parental options and expanded local control and flexibility.  

Title I, Part A, is intended to help ensure that all children have the opportunity to obtain a high-quality education and reach pro-
ficiency on challenging state academic standards and assessments.  Title I focuses on promoting schoolwide reform in high-
poverty schools and ensuring studentsô access to scientifically based instructional strategies and challenging academic con-
tent.  

 

How is Title I Implemented in Bay District Schools?  

Title I is program funded by the federal government to improve studentsô academic achievement. Money is given to school dis-
tricts to help children meet the Floridaôs Next Generation Sunshine State Standards. The amount of money given to each 
school depends on the number of low-income families enrolled in the school. 

In Bay District Schools, Title I programs are implemented as schoolwide programs. Schoolwide programs use effective meth-
ods and instructional strategies based on scientifically based research to assist students in reaching proficiency on Floridaôs 
Comprehensive Assessment Test (FCAT). In a schoolwide program all students receive supplemental support from the Title I 
program.  

 

What types of services are provided with Title I Funding?  

Title I money must be used to expand and supplement the services children already receive in the regular classroom.  Adminis-
trators, teachers, and parents decide how the federal money is spent at each schoolwide project school. Title I schools use 
their funds for a variety of items, that may include the following: 

Å Instructional personnel; 

Å Professional development; 

Å Family/parental involvement activities; 

Å Extension of school day/year; 

Å Extended learning opportunities; 

Å Classroom interventions; 

Å Reduction of class size; and/or 

Å Supplemental tutoring. 

 

Callawayôs Use of Title I Funding 

This year Callaway has received over $200,000 in Title I funding through the Federal stimulus program.  This means that Calla-
way Elementary School is a Title I schoolwide project school.  We will use these Federal funds to supplement our regular 
school budget to provide programs and strategies to assist students in achieving success in school.  Callaway Title I funding is 
providing the following: 

Additional paraprofessional support to students in the classroom

Why should I be involved in my childôs school? 

Parents are an important influence in helping their children achieve. When schools and parents work together to help children 
learn and when parents participate in school activities and decision-making about their childrenôs education, children achieve at 
higher levels. In short, when parents are involved in education, children do better in school and schools improve. 

 

What is a School -Parent Compact?  

Schools that receive Title I funds must work with parents to create 

a ñschool-parent compact,ò specific to their childôs school. Compacts outline how the school, family, and child will share respon-
sibilities for raising achievement. 

Å Children benefit when families and schools establish a partnership dedicated to helping them be successful. 

Å Families benefit by having teachers officially recognize the importance of their roles in educating their children. 

Å Teachers benefit when families support education at home. 

Parental responsibilities could range from helping with homework, attending parent-teacher conferences, to making decisions 
relevant to their childôs education.
